MINUTES FOR THE

2009-2010 BUDGET HEARING FOR THE

CITY OF HARRISON

AUGUST 11, 2009 – 7:00 PM

Call to Order: The mayor called the Budget Hearing to order at 7:05 PM and invited anyone who had a question or comment to sign in to be heard. She stated that the proposed budget is for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009, and ending September 30, 2010. Notice was published July 29th and August 5th and posted at city hall pursuant to Idaho Code 50-1002.
Roll Call: Russell Riberich, Terry Oliver, Kevin Kincheloe, Ron Elliott and Mark Wagner were present. Will Butler was absent.
The mayor said there have been no written comments. She opened the hearing for public comments. Ray Miller commented that the city should look at ways to enhance income and also encouraged the city to draw on resources in the area. There was a discussion about grant possibilities and also about ways to increase revenue from the City RV Campground. Ray asked if the city is on the eligible list for Army surplus. Kevin said that he would look into that for the city. 

There was also discussion about the fee box for the dump station in the RV park. The council directed that the fee envelope slot be made larger and a sign put up that states there is a $5.00 fee to use the dump station.

The hearing was closed at 7:20 PM

There was discussion about increasing funds for the URA and it was decided to add $2,000.00 for a total of $10,000.00. The mayor explained that the carryover would be increased to cover the expense.

The mayor explained that a letter had been sent to Addington Sanitation but no response had been received at this point. She said that the increase needed to stay in the budget for now but the 5% increase would not be passed on to the homeowners if Addington signed the offer.

There was discussion about the possibility of increasing funds for planning services.

There was discussion about whether the Cemetery Fund budget could be decreased due to having federal assistance with the summer jobs program. The mayor explained that decreasing salaries in the cemetery fund would not decrease overall expenditures since the hours would be used for other work. 
There was discussion about how the budget works and under what circumstances the budget has to be opened. There was also discussion about whether there will be any surplus in the current budget.

The mayor said that based on the council’s recommendations an ordinance and resolution will be prepared for their approval at the first meeting in September. The mayor summarized that tax revenue, carry over income, URA expense and the new construction roll expenditures will be changed.
